I) Treasurer’s Report: Jocelyn Aunapu stated that the current PTO bank account balance is $3838.  Of that sum, $112.00 had been generated from  Restaurant Night.

II)  Fundraising Committee:  Lisa Cusick reported the following

Spring Training Fundraiser:  We badly need parents, extended family and friends to help our Concession Stand shifts.  All games are at Maryvale (Brewers Stadium). We need 10 more people to cover two games on March 13 and 12th ( Brewers are playing the Cubs  game on the 12th and we badly need coverage that day—Cubs fans show up to games and they like beer). 

Our group arrives at 10:30AM, the game starts at 1:05PM, and our day is done at 5:30 PM. This is our foot in the door…if we do a good job this year, we may be given Camelback Ranch next year.

 If you KNOW anybody, family or friends with time and energy, they can help out.  MIP is guaranteed a minimum of $400.00 from working in the Brewers Concession Stand.  There will be two 90 minute training opportunities in the second week of February, and our school also receives money for parents showing up for training.

Silent Auction: Will be held on May 15th at Ground Control, with 100 vendors. There will a Silent auction and also a live auction for the bigger items.  

We do need help soliciting additional vendors. Wine, a special wine tasting, coffee, gelato, sandwiches will be available for purchase. Ground Control will donate 10% of everything that we buy. 

Party Bus Fundraising Opportunity: Updated as of Feb. 8th… Liability issues were a stumbling block.  It is now a non PTO event to be held on Saturday February 20th . Contact Lisa Cusick for additional information.

Fundraising Totals to Date:  Collectively, PTO raised $7, 3000 during Fall semester.  Our Spring Restaurant Nights, Spring Training, yearbooks, and silent auction should put us over the top of our 10K goal…

III) Yearbook Committee:  Amy Parker reported:

 Yearbooks will be on sale until March 31st.  Yearbooks are $25.00 without a photo CD, $30.00 with a photo CD.  LoveLines, which are personal messages to our students, will be rolled out on March 1st.  LoveLines will cost $5.00 for 100 characters, and will be sent by email this year to Nicole Morris, our LoveLines Coordinator.   

IV)    Teacher Appreciation Committee:  Andrea Renouard reported that she was organizing a minimum of one parent from each classroom to recognize the teachers with treats during Teacher Appreciation Week.  Last year, the Committee provided lunch, flowers, one piece of fruit per teacher, one note from each student, etc.   Preferably for the preschools, an AM and PM parents.

V) E-SCRIP:  MIP’s E-script Coordinator Alyson Nash was  not present, but Andrea Renouard reported on her behalf.

 Nicole Morris was distributing that week’s the E-SCRIP orders, and also had cards available for purchase (Joann, Sprouts, Safeway, Albertsons, Michaels).
