I. Treasurer’s Report
Jocelyn Aunapu reported that
a. 100% PTO Membership has been achieved! 
b. The PTO’s current bank balance:  $1,500.78
II. Committee  Reports
a. Fundraising-- Lisa Cusick

· Raffle Sales:  Funds have been trickling in, tickets and money must be turned in by Monday, Dec. 7th.   If you need more tickets, please see Lisa Cusick.  

· Need more volunteers for the Nov. 21st raffle ticket sales in front of Safeway.  Our goal is to staff  two tables.   

· Apparel Sales:  We are finally ready to take orders for our new MIP apparel line, which has about six or seven products in several styles: Embroidered, screen printed and a bling shirt.  Also available are tote bags and cinch sacks made of wipeable nylon (12.00 and can be personalized, 20 colors). Both can be customized with colors and embroidery.

To receive shirts by Christmas, must submit orders by November 30th.  Tee shirts are $20.00 up to XL, and XXL is $22.00, and are available in 20 colors.  Screen printed design is a multicolored lizard quadrant designed by Heidi Vasliloff and Lisa Cusick. Can have front or back printed.  If combined with pocket design, tees are $3.50 more.  Kids sizes are $15.00; girls cut is 17.00 for embroidered.  Kids’ XS is a 2/4; XL is an 18/20.  Long sleeve option is available as well…

· Restaurant Night:  Next one is Thursday, December 3rd at ChickfilA…no flyers required; it is 10% of all sales from 5 to 7PM.

  Old Pueblo was a good turnout, at one point it was all MIP families…

· Fresh & Easy Fundraiser: Allyson Nash reported that on Thursday, Dec. 9th, Fresh and Easy would donate 5% of all sales between 4:00PM and 8:00PM, along with need 5 to 10 parents to help out…
· Fresh & Easy Update: This event made about $230.00 for MIP.

· Tammy Chavet reported that MIP can now accept credit cards (visa/mastercards) for escript orders.   There is 5 dollar fee per credit card order, but orders can contain multiple cards, which makes this a better deal than buying at grocery stores. 
· Escript Update: $4,380.62 was made via MIP purchases between August and December 2009.
